6. Additional function button Prewash L'JI Easy Iron
a). Prewash
The selection of this function is indicated by the symbol ! Jon the display.

NOTE: The function is not available for all programmes (see Table of wash programmes).

The Prewash function extends the wash cycle by approximately 25-30 minutes. There is
an additional wash before the main wash (at 30°C).
